Student dress should be appropriate for school. Specifically : 

- Undergarments (and clothing worn as undergarments) must be covered by outerwear.

- “See-through” material is not appropriate for school. 
- Skirts and shorts must be mid-thigh length or longer.

- demeans or degrades individuals or groups of people

- is determined by local law enforcement to be affiliated with gangs, including bandanas and other para-

phernalia 
Students referred to the office for dress issues 
will be asked to change into appropriate cloth-
ing or cover the offensive clothing or message.

You may also download the Medication At School form from this website. 
A reminder that, in order for children of any age to receive medication 
while at school or on a school-sponsored activity, a Licensed Healthcare 
Provider’s Order for Medication form must be completely filled out and 
returned to the school. This applies to prescription medication as well as 
over-the-counter medication such as Tylenol, cough drops, etc. Medication 
must be brought to school by an adult and be in the original container 
showing the student’s name and dosage.  
 
Children with Life-Threatening Conditions: Washington State law re-
quires that a nursing plan be in place before students with life-threatening 
conditions attend school. Examples of life-threatening conditions include: 
severe bee sting or food allergies, severe asthma, diabetes, severe seizures, 
severe heart conditions, etc. If the child requires medication and/or treat-
ments at school, an order must be received from the child’s licensed health 
care provider. If a medication and/or treatment order is not provided, the 
school is required by law to exclude the child from attending until such 
order has been provided.  If your child has a life-threatening health condi-
tion, please contact the CKHS main office, 662-2403, or the school nurse, 
662-1070. Necessary forms will be provided and a time will be arranged 
for you to meet with the nurse. If you have questions or need clarification, 
please contact the district's Health Services department at 662-1070.

Schedule Change Procedures 
 
Before school begins:  
 
Student schedules will be distributed during schedule pickup days in August. Students must 
carefully check their schedules for errors, missing classes, missing class periods, course 
misplacement or other obvious problems. Seniors should refer to their credit check form 
to insure that all remaining graduation requirement s are currently scheduled . 
 
If a schedule problem exists, the student must have his/her schedule reviewed by a building 
administrator prior to leaving the school on schedule pickup day. The administrator will deter-
mine if the student needs to immediately contact a counselor. On schedule pickup days we 
will only do schedule changes for the following reasons: missing periods, course misplace-
ment or seniors missing classes required for graduation. 
 
 
After the semester begins:  
 
Students must attend their assigned classes for the first two days of the semester. A student 
who thinks he/she is misplaced in a class should notify the teacher immediately. The teacher 
will contact the student’s counselor. 
 
Counselors will register new students, resolve schedule conflicts, errors and misplacements 
during the first two days of the semester. No student initiated schedule requests will take 
place during class time on these two days. 
 
Student initiated schedule change request forms may be picked up in the Counseling Center 
before or after school and during class breaks beginning the first day of the semester. No 
schedule changes will be made without parent signature/approval. Schedule changes will be 
made after school only from 2:37 to 4:30 p.m. according to the following schedule.

The ASVAB is a national multi-aptitude test battery that has been provided to high schools and post-
secondary schools since 1968. It includes eight individual tests covering general science, arithmetic reason-
ing, word knowledge, paragraph comprehension, math knowledge, electronics information, auto & shop infor-
mation and mechanical comprehension. It also provides three Career Exploration Scores for Verbal Skills, 
Math Skills, and Science and Technical Skills. These three scores serve as one of several pieces of informa-
tion that can aid students in the exploration of a wide variety of educational and career options. This test is 
offered at no cost to high school students and there is no military obligation.

STUDENT NETWORK ACCOUNTS  
Student must safeguard their accounts by keeping their password secret. 
Students are responsible for activity that occurs on their account. 
STUDENT COMPUTER USE RULES 
Computers are for educational use only. 
Students must respect the rights of other students to use computer equipment. 
Students may not use another student’s account. 
Students may not interfere with another student using the computer. 
Students must treat the computer equipment with respect. 
No changing the configuration of the equipment. 
No vandalism, rough use, writing (or making marks) on the equipment 
No removal or alteration of equipment components. 
No downloading of files of any kind from the internet without instructor or staff permission. 
Students may not load software onto Central Kitsap High School (CKHS) computers. 
Students may not buy or sell merchandise or services using CKHS computers. 
Students may not lobby for/against political issues nor endorse/oppose candidates for public office on CKSD’s public web server. 
Students may not play games, listen to audio CD’s or view streaming videos on CKHS computers, unless instructor or staff permis-

sion is granted, and it is part of an adopted curriculum or school authorized  event. 
Students may not access or attempt to access chat rooms, instant messenger programs, “My Space”, blogs, other forums, or journaling 

sites on CKHS computers. 
Students may not access or attempt to access personal e-mail accounts on CKHS computers. 
Students may not access or attempt to access inappropriate Internet sites (pornography, weapons-related, hate, gaming, etc.) 
Students may not access or attempt to access the Internet during class without instructor or staff permission. 
Students may not attempt to circumvent CKSD’s security and filtering system by use of proxy servers or any other means. 
Students must report any abuse of computer resources to a teacher, administrator, or other staff member. 
Students should limit printing to three pages without staff permission. 
The Central Kitsap School District reserves the right to disable/remove a user account from the network to prevent further unauthor-

ized or inappropriate activity. 
Failure to use the CKHS computers in a responsible manner will result in disciplinary action(s) and students may have their computer 
use privileges suspended or permanently  revoked. 
ACCESSING THE INTERNET AS A RESOURCE FOR LEARNING  
At Central Kitsap High School (CKHS), access to the Internet is provided to support the educational, informational, and research 
needs of staff and students.  Because not all information on the Internet is appropriate for the school setting, CKHS has an Internet 
policy and specific procedures to make certain that this educational resource is used responsibly.  While no filtering software is 100% 
effective,  software and technology is in place across the District to help make Internet use as appropriate as possible.  Failure to use 
the Internet in a responsible manner will result in disciplinary action(s) and the student  may have their Internet privileges suspended 
or permanently  revoked. 
ACCESSING GAGGLE  STUDENT E-MAIL AS A RESOURCE FOR LEARNING  
Starting the 2009-2010 school year, students will not  be able to access personal e-mail accounts (i.e. Hotmail, Gmail, Yahoo, etc.)  
from CKSD computers.  Central Kitsap High School (CKHS) would like to provide each student with a filtered/monitored email ac-
count to facilitate better communication between students and staff, and to model and monitor appropriate and responsible use of elec-
tronic communications. 
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To accommodate email accounts for students at CKHS, CKHS uses an e-mail service (free to our students) called Gaggle.   Gaggle 
software provides filtering of student accounts and blocks inappropriate content in text and graphic form.  These accounts can be ac-
cessed from home, via the internet, or school but are not private.  They may be viewed by school administration (including their teach-
ers) or Gaggle representatives.  Initially no restrictions will be placed on who the student can send e-mail to or receive e-mail from,  
how many e-mails can be sent or received per day, or the number of recipients an e-mail can be sent to.  These restrictions are sub-
ject  to change at any time by school administration on a school wide or student-to-student basis.   
 
What will your student get their Gaggle.Net e-mail account:   Inbox, Delete Box, Sent Box, and commands that allow you to read mail, 
print messages, reply, forward, write new messages, add attachments, gather names in an address book, and online file storage.  Online 
file storage and file sharing is available through Gaggle.Net's Digital Locker feature which provides each student with  100 megabytes 
of space that can be used for either email or online file storage. Just as you need to protect your network account from another person 
using it, so you need to protect your student Gaggle e-mail account from others using it.  You are responsible for keeping your Gaggle 
e-mail account secure. This means: 
 

• Choose a password that is secure (difficult for someone else to  figure out). 

• Never share your password with someone else. 

• An e-mail account is only to be used by the person to which it is assigned. Don’t allow someone else to use your account after you 
have logged in. 

• If you believe your password has been compromised  (learned by others) change the password. 

• Please contact the Building Technology Coordinator if you have been locked out of your account. 
You will be held responsible for any activity that occurs from the use of your account. 
 
 

Rules that govern our speech at school also govern our electronic communication via e-mail.  Do not put in an e-mail anything inappro-
priate or anything you would not want  made public.  Profane, pornographic, sexually suggestive, rude, hateful and threatening remarks 
are not acceptable in school conversations and correspondences; neither are they appropriate in e-mail.   Be sure to be careful in your 
choice of words and meaning.  Remember, ALL e-mail is filtered and viewable by school administrators and teachers.  As with all of 
your interaction on the Internet, NEVER give out personal information (your name, address, phone number, etc.) and NEVER 
give out your social security number or credit card information without parent permission.  
 
Helpful E-Mail Tips: 

• Your Gaggle e-mail account is intended for academic use only.  Your e-mail account MAY be used to support class work or other 
valid academic uses.    Save personal conversations for face-to-face communications. 

• Be careful about sending an e-mail about something you are emotional over.  The reader can’t see your facial expressions and 
body language and you may come across much stronger than you intended. 

• Use of capital letters is viewed by many as shouting, and while it may emphasize a point you want to make, it can also turn people 
off  because they may think you are yelling at them. 
Keep e-mails brief and to the point. 

 
 

CKHS HAS CHOSEN TO PROVIDE A COMPUTER NETWORK ACCOU NT,  INTERNET ACCESS, AND GAGGLE STU-
DENT E-MAIL ACCOUNT FOR ALL STUDENTS UNLESS A PAREN T NOTIFIES THE SCHOOL THAT THEIR CHILD 
MAY NOT.   The following is the process that must be completed prior to giving a student access to the CKHS Student Computer

1.  Parents and students are asked to read and discuss the CKHS Student Computer Network,  Internet, and Gaggle E-Mail Use  
     Agreement . 
2.  Parent and Student must confirm they have read the CKHS Student Computer Network,  Internet, and Gaggle E-Mail Use  
     Agreement. 
3.  Students who inappropriately use their CKHS Student Computer Network ,  Internet, or Gaggle E-Mail account will be  
     disciplined and may have their access to any or all of these privileges revoked.

Parking Rules Acknowledgement 2009-2010 

 
In order to obtain parking privileges in the CKHS student lots, each student must officially register their vehicle.  In 

addition each student and their parent/guardian(s) must sign this form.  Priority is first assigned to seniors; the remaining 
spaces in the underclassmen lot will be allocated to juniors.   Due to the limited number of parking spaces at CKHS sopho-
mores may be assigned parking via a lottery style drawing based on availability to be determined at a later date.     
 
• Students must pay the ASB Bookkeeper (Ms. Conner) the $50.00 prorated parking fee and register their vehicles with the 
Activities Office. 
• The school-issued parking permit must be clearly displayed on the rear-view mirror with the permit number facing toward 
the windshield.  Failure to clearly display the parking permit in this manner will constitute a violation. (Exception: Vehicles 
with tinted windows are advised to tape or otherwise affix the parking permit to the dashboard with the number facing out-
ward).  The student is responsible for transferring his/her to their alternate REGISTERED vehicle.  Failure to transfer the per-
mit also constitutes a violation. 
• The hanging of excess paraphernalia (i.e. Hawaiian leis) from the rearview mirror is unadvisable as it commonly obscures 
the permit from view and can lead to undue citations. 
• Students must possess a current Driver’s License. 
The Central Kitsap School District is not responsible for damage or theft from vehicles parked on school grounds. 

 
Adult security personnel and security cameras protect the lots from vandalism and patrol the student lots.   
 
C ITAT ION  SYSTEM  

 
It is imperative that students understand the parking rules for CKHS.  Failure to comply will result in the following progressive 

citation system: 

 
*First Offense:       Citation   $  5.00 fine incurred (see exceptions below) 
*Second Offense: Citation   $15.00 fine incurred 
*Third Offense:      Citation   $30.00 fine incurred and possible vehicle immobilization (Tire Clamp) 
 
*Subsequent offenses will require action from the high school administration or student judicial branch.  
Consequences may include but are not limited to: additional fines, suspension/revocation of parking privi-
leges, denial of parking privileges for subsequent semesters.  
 
*Student vehicles parked in fire lanes, staff parking, visitor parking, behind the weight room or in any other 
“no parking” areas will be clamped and assessed a $30 fine even on the first offense.  STUDENTS ARE PRO-
HIBITED FROM PARKING IN STAFF LOTS UNTIL AFTER 4:00 .                                                              
TICKETS WILL BE ISSUED UNTIL 4:00. 
 
THESE FINES ARE GIVEN EACH TIME THE OFFENSE OCCURS.   

 
Students caught using or assisting in the production of forgeries of CKHS parking tags will be subject to revocation of their 
parking privileges and/or a maximum fine of $100. 

 
Students may not share or give their parking pass to other students.  Parking passes are non-transferable between 

student vehicles. If a student withdraws during the school year they may return their parking pass to ASB Book-
keeper (Ms. Conner) for a reimbursement (amount prorated upon date of withdrawal).  Students caught sharing 
parking passes will be subject to revocation of parking privileges and/or a maximum fine of $100.   

          
The Senior Parking Lot is reserved for senior students only.  These parking spaces are on a first come first served 
basis.  When the senior lot is full, seniors must park in the junior parking lot  

                     located by the baseball fields.  Underclassmen who park in the senior lot will be ticketed. 
 

NO preference will be given to students attending CKHS on non-resident status (i.e. students who live outside CKHS 
boundaries and are attending CKHS on a transfer letter). 
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Running Start and part-time students must secure their parking privileges BEFORE they register for classes.  Run-
ning Start students must schedule classes at O.C.C. so that they have ample time to drive safely and use the 
appropriate CKHS student parking lot.  Running Start students and students coming from and going to the 
Skills Center may not park in staff and visitor parking even for a short transitional time. 

 
Students attending The Skills Center must allow ample time to arrive for their classes at CKHS and park in the 

appropriate CKHS student parking lot.  Running Start students and students coming from and going to the 
Skills Center may not park in staff and visitor parking even for a short transitional time. 

 
Students with off campus activities such as athletics are prohibited from parking in staff or visitor parking during 

school hours unless they are given a temporary pass from a school administrator.    
 

Students not acquiring a parking pass at the beginning of the school year (MAZE days in late August) may pur-
chase a parking pass from Ms. Conner, ASB Bookkeeper, as needed.  Purchases are subject to space availabil-
ity. 

 
Students wishing to appeal fines or citations may appeal to the CKHS Student Court within thirty days of the issu-

ance of the citation.  Students may present their case to the student court through a submitted appeal process.

Dear Parent/Student: 
 
You are receiving this notice because you have a student in 6th- 12th grade.  Pursuant to RCW 28A.210.080, the legislature now re-
quires that you be provided with information about the causes, symptoms, and methods of preventing Meningococcal meningitis and 
reducing your student’s risk of contracting HPV. 
 
Meningococcal disease is caused by a group of bacteria that lives in the nose and throat.  These bacteria can cause the disease known as 
Meningococcal meningitis and can be fatal.  Adolescents and young adults have an increased rate of contracting meningitis as com-
pared to the general population.  Symptoms of the disease may include fever, chills, rash, headaches, a stiff neck, and worsen into con-
fusion and coma.  The disease is spread through direct contact with infected material including kissing, coughing, sneezing, or sharing 
eating or drinking utensils.  We urge you to talk to your children about good hygiene and not sharing personal items that may transmit 
the disease. 
 
The Washington State Department of Health wants you to be aware of this illness and the availability of a vaccine to protect against 
meningitis.  Vaccination can help protect against up to 83% of the meningitis diseases occurring among adolescents and young adults.  
While the vaccine is recommended for children entering middle school (ages 11-12) and high school (age 15), the vaccine can benefit 
all teenagers and young adults.  This vaccine is not required for school attendance. 
 
HPV is a very common virus that is spread through genital contact.  At least 50 percent of sexually active people will get HPV at some 
time in their lives.  There are many types of HPV.  Some types can cause cervical cancer or genital warts.  Most people with HPV have 
no signs or symptoms and easily spread it to others without knowing they have it. 
 
The best way to prevent HPV infection is to abstain from all sexual activity.  It is uncertain how well condoms protect against HPV 
infection.  However, condom users do have lower cervical cancer rates.  There is now a vaccine, Gardasil®, that protects against four 
types of HPV that cause 70 percent of cervical cancers and 90 percent of genital warts.  The federal Advisory Committee on Immuni-
zation Practices (ACIP) recommends the HPV vaccine for all girls age 11-12 years.  The vaccine can be given to females as young as 
nine and up to 26 years if their doctor recommends it.  The vaccine is not currently recommended for boys or men.  This vaccine also 
is not required for school attendance. 
 
We encourage you to learn more about Meningococcal disease and Human Papillomavirus infection and to talk to your health care 
provider about immunization..
