The two annual programs are conducted concurrently but operated and funded sepa-
rately. A student's standing is determined independently in each program. Black American students can
qualify for recognition and be honored as Scholars in both the National Merit Program and the National
Achievement Program, but can receive only one monetary award from NMSC. Christina Channell is
one of 3,400 students to be recognized in this program.

Officials of National Merit Scholarship Corporation (NMSC) announced the names of approximately

The Semifinalist
and a high school official must submit a detailed scholarship application, which includes the
student’s essay and information about the Semifinalist’s participation and leadership in school
and community activities.

Approximately 15,000 Semifinalists are expected to advance to the Finalist level and it is

from this group that all National Merit Scholarship winners will be chosen. Merit Scholar designees
are selected on the basis of their skills, accomplishments, and potential for success in rigorous
college studies, without regard to gender, race, ethnic origin, or religious preference.

What can | do to protect myself from getting sick?

There are everyday actions that can help prevent the spread of germs

that cause respiratory illnesses like influenza.

People may be
infected with the flu, including 2009 HIN1 and have respiratory symp-
toms without a fever.
